Purpose

Admitting patients with a history of substance use involves gathering patient
information to start the process of assessing, monitoring, treating, and educating.
Substance use disorders encompass cognitive, behavioral, and physical symptoms as a
result of using alcohol, illicit drugs, prescription medications, and other substances,

despite recurrent physical or social problems.

Admittance initiates the process where signs/symptoms of substance withdrawal (in
detail below) 1 2 3 resolve, health conditions related and unrelated to substance use

improve, and knowledge about the negative health effects of substance use increases.
